4. FIRST AID MEASURES

Description of first aid measures

General Advice Provide this SDS to medical personnel for treatment.

Notes to Physician Treat symptomatically. Aspiration of material into the lungs due to vomiting can cause
chemical pneumonitis which can be fatal.
